 By fall 2010 the courses were making about $5000 

(and also selling subscriptions) 

 Summer 2011 ~ $15k 

 Fall 2011 (now)  ~ $50-$100k per 3-month teaching

 Runs on inexpensive hosting accounts ($7-10/mth) 

 Is a type of Content Management System (CMS) – maintain your 
website through a web browser (PC, Mac, Linux) 

 Use “Self-hosted WordPress” (WordPress.org) rather than 
WordPress.com (hosted service) 

 WordPress is optimized for search-engines “out of the box” 

 Thousands of Themes (“look-and-feel”) are available, many of them 
free, and Plugins (“add-on applications”) 

 WordPress is the new “Shangri-la” of website development for 
small-business – “Power to the people!”(No other CMS comes 
close) 

 WordPress is easily converted into a Membership site, Forum, 
Store,  etc 

 WordPress is addictive – put up as many websites as you want, for 
personal or professional use, and watch the traffic arrive!
